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«OUR EFFORTS WILL BE DULY APPRECIATED BY THE
PUBLIC»: THOMAS COOK & SON’S ACTIVITIES IN BRITISH
INDIA AT THE END OF THE 19TH CENTURY

The article considers the Thomas Cook & Son participation in the development of
tourist business in British India at the end of the XIX century. The initiatives of John Cook
to attract English tourists to India received the support of the imperial administration and
government of India. Simultaneously with the solution of logistics problems, the company
faced ideological and political problems. The British government entrusted John Cook
the execution of an important civilization project which was related to the organization
of the Hajj for Indian Muslims. Visits to London were organized for the Indian nobility,
including the Colonial and Indian exhibition of 1886, in order to introduce them to the
imperial values. The pages of the company’s handbooks reflected the ideological attitudes
of the era, according to which India was a distinctive phenomenon with a special colour
and a place for an exotic holiday, but it also emphasized the value of the colony as a source
of inexhaustible material resources. John Cook’s Indian initiative was highlighted at the
banquet in honor of the 50th anniversary of the company, which became a symbol of
public recognition of its success. The main thing for contemporaries were not commercial
achievements, but the imperial scale of its activity.
