AKkishin M. O. Legal status of the commandant of the Olonetsky district during
the Northern War

At the beginning of the Northern War, new local government positions appeared
in the lands of Ingermanladia conquered from Sweden — the chief commandant and
the commandant, whose powers included both participation in hostilities, command of
fortresses and military garrisons, and ordinary affairs of local government. The powers
of the Olonets commandant and vice-commandant also included the construction
and management of the Olonets shipyard and state-owned factories. The first Olonets
commandants, I. Ya. Yakovlev and A. S. Tchoglokov, were appointed to the post by
Governor A. D. Menshikov, but Peter I himself controlled the performance of their
official duties. In 1713, V. de Gennin was appointed Olonets commandant, commander
of the Olonets shipyard and Petrovsky factories by decree of Peter I. Subsequently,
he was in personal correspondence with the tsar, reporting to him on all factory
affairs. At the same time, he was subordinate to Adjutant General A. F. Apraksin and
Governor A. D. Menshikov. The analysis of the powers of the Olonets commandant
leads to the conclusion about the extraordinary nature of his legal status.

Baryshnikov V. N. Soviet diplomatic mission in Finland before the «Winter
War»: the role and significance of minister V. K. Derevyansky

The role of the Soviet minister (1938-1939) V. K. Derevyansky before the Soviet-
Finnish war is quite mysterious. The mission was headed by a person who was practically
completely inexperienced in diplomatic terms. Nevertheless, he still had the most direct
relation to the development of political decisions that preceded the beginning of the
«Winter War». At the same time, Derevyansky only tried to take into account the position
of the Soviet leadership on the «Finnish problem», clearly adapting his recommendations
to the ideas that, as it seemed to him, existed in the Kremlin at that time.

(Forgotten names in the entourage of I. E. Repin)

The story of one photograph from the archive of I. E. Repin allowed us to learn
about the fate of Eduard Kivekas, a legendary figure, a Finn by nationality, who was
called the «Russian ruler of the Pamirs». After graduating from the Finnish Cadet
Corps, Eduard Kivekas chose Central Asia as the place of his military assignment in the
Russian Imperial Army, where he served for twenty years. Returning to Russia, he took
part in the First World War. He finished his service in the tsarist army with the rank of
major general. After the revolution in Russia, he moved to his homeland in Finland.
After retiring, he lived in Kuokkala with his wife and adopted daughter, brought from
the Pamirs. It was she who was captured by an unknown photographer next to Repin in
Penaty in the last year of the artist’s life. The famous Tajik director D. N. Khudonazarov
helped attribute the photograph. We supplemented his story about Kivekas with
materials from Russian and Finnish sources dedicated to the legendary figure.

Vostrov A. V. Vyborg Road: a border communication route on the Karelian
Isthmus in the 16th-17th centuries

The article considers the system of land roads of the Karelian Isthmus in the XVI-
XVII centuries. Along with well-established water routes, in the late Middle Ages land
routes began to be used, about which there is quite a little information. On their basis,
the Korelian and Vyborg main roads arise. And if the Korelian road is mentioned in
Novgorod Scribal books, then much less is known about the Vyborg road, divided by
the Russian-Swedish border. The description of the Swedish land road system ended
with Vyborg, Novgorod — Korela. According to separate mentions of military clashes
and the path of the Swedish embassies in the middle of the XVI century, the article
reconstructs its route and the possibility of year-round operation. In the 17th century,
the Vyborg Road was considered part of the Swedish royal postal system.

Dmitrieva N. V. «Red Finns» in Vyborg and Petrograd, the Finnish supporters
of V. I. Lenin: the story of the Haikonen-Latukka working family from Vyborg
through the documents of Russian and Finnish archives.

The Haikonen-Latukka family lived in the Vyborg suburb of Talikkala, at No. 15
Aleksanterinkatu Street (now Rubezhnaya Street, Lenin House Museum in Vyborg),
and sheltered V. I. Lenin in September-October 1917. Later, five members of this family
took an active part in the events of the socialist revolution and the civil war in Finland,
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in April 1918 they left for Soviet Russia, but then all except the Latukka spouses returned
to Finland. During the Soviet period, the museum paid very little attention to the history
of the family for a number of reasons. Since 2009, research in the archives of Russia and
Finland has revealed many new materials concerning the Haikonen-Latukka family. The
article tells about these documents, reflecting the history typical for many families of the
so-called “red Finns”

Eloshin D. A. The number of dead prisoners of Finnish concentration camps
during the occupation of Petrozavodsk (1941-1944)

Based on Russian and Finnish historiography, as well as an analysis of various
sources of Soviet origin, this study establishes the number of dead prisoners of Finnish
concentration camps in Petrozavodsk during the occupation in 1941-1944. Based on the
statistical method, the author comes to the conclusion that the number of dead prisoners
of Finnish concentration camps is more than 7,000 people, of which a significant part
were children and adolescents. The novelty of the study is that the data were presented
separately for each of the Petrozavodsk concentration camps, as well as generalized data
on the loss of children and adolescents in occupied Petrozavodsk.

Zakharova I. M. Correspondence of the Danish King Christian IX in the
collection of the State Hermitage

The article discusses the collection of letters from the Danish King Christian IX,
father of two kings — Frederick VIII of Denmark and George I of Greece, Queen
Alexandra of Great Britain, and Russian Empress Maria Feodorovna, stored in the
Department of the History of Russian Culture of the State Hermitage. The collection
includes 14 letters and notes from the king himself, 2 letters from his son Crown Prince
Frederick, 11 letters addressed to Christian IX, and two envelopes containing the
monarch’s overhead paper seals. The letters of the Danish king and his heir are addressed
to the mayors and senators of the free Hanseatic city of Libeck and are dated 1866-
1903, i. e. they cover almost the entire period of the reign of Christian IX. The letters to
the king from Liibeck have the same chronological framework and are responses to the
messages of the Danish monarch. The letters of Christian IX contain information about
events that took place both in the Danish royal family and concerning the monarch’s
brothers and sisters, who were the children of Friedrich Wilhelm, Duke of Schleswig-
Holstein-Sonderburg-Gliicksburg. The king’s letters contain his autographs. The items
in the collection, with the exception of one letter, are being introduced into scientific
circulation for the first time.

Kryakkiev K. D. Sweden at the Westphalia negotiations: The contribution of
Axel Oxenstierna

The article examines the contribution of Axel Oxenstierna to the Westphalian
negotiations that ended the Thirty Years’ War. Sweden was one of the main victorious
countries at the negotiations, which tried to gain new lands and advantages. However,
the Swedish elite had different opinions on the extent of Swedens preferences, as it
was also influenced by the question of ending the war, which some wanted to end as
soon as possible, while others were trying to make more progress through it. The Lord
High Chancellor was one of the most influential politicians of the 17th century, not
only in Sweden, but in Europe as a whole. A. Oxenstierna was not present in person
at the Westphalian negotiations, but had certain means of influencing their course of
their development, which are considered here as well. Emphasis has also been placed
on analysing the Pomeranian question in the context of the negotiations and the
confrontation between the views of Queen Christina and the Lord High Chancellor
on affairs in and outside the kingdom. An important consideration of A. Oxenstiernas
ambitions and his desired outcome of the Westphalia negotiations for Sweden are also
discussed.

Musaev V. 1. Ladoga Karelia as an Object of Finnish-Lutheran Spiritual
Influence in the early 20" Century

The article deals with the situation in the religious field in Finnish Karelia after
adoption of the decree on consolidation of religious toleration in the Russian Empire
on April 17, 1905. It triggered the process, stamped by the Russian patriotic publicists
and social actors as Finnish-Lutheran campaign against Orthodox Karelia. Lutheran
propaganda in Ladoga Karelia was aimed at Finnicization of the local Orthodox
populace and its integration into the Finnish nation, since Orthodoxy as a «Russian
faith» was viewed as an obstacle for that integration. Along with the Lutherans, other
Protestant groups began also to penetrate into the Ladoga region. Finnish and Lutheran
influence did not limit itself with Finnish Karelia and was increasingly active also in
the Russian part of Karelia. New administration of the Finnish Orthodox diocese with
archbishop Sergiy (Stragorodskiy) at its head had to work hard defending the Russian
and Orthodox interests in the Great Dukedom of Finland and to guard its flock against
alien confessional and counter-confessional influence.

The article examines the discussion that arose during the signing of the treaty on
March 1, 1918, between the SNU of Finland (Council of People’s Delegation, Finnish
People’s Delegation) and the SNK. The Treaty was the first international treaty of the
young republics. It was prepared by the Russian-Finnish Conciliation Commission
working under the SNK. In the course of discussions during the drafting of the treaty,
the question of new borders arose and soon there were proposals with solutions to
this question on the status of Pechenga, eastern Karelia and other territories. All
these proposals were based on national principles, which led to tensions between the
members of the commission, but Lenin intervened periodically in the process, reducing
the degree of discussion, which accelerated the process of signing the treaty.

Rodin D. V. The Scandinavian states and the “crisis of confidence” in NATO in
the 1960s

The «crisis of confidence» in NATO, caused by the dissatisfaction of European
states with Washingtons hegemonic aspirations within the alliance, had a serious
impact on the foreign policy of the Scandinavian countries within NATO (Denmark,
Norway and Iceland) in the 1960s. During the Suez Crisis of 1956, the second Berlin
Crisis of 1961 and the Cuban Missile Crisis of 1962 representatives of the Scandinavian
states in NATO repeatedly spoke out in favor of expanding cooperation between the
United States and its European partners. The governments of the Scandinavian states
took a special position on the issue of creating multilateral nuclear force: they refused
to deploy weapons of mass destruction situated in their countries and advocated for
the creation of a nuclear-free zone in Northern Europe. By alternately joining forces
with one or another member of the alliance in addressing various international issues,
Norway, Denmark, and Iceland not only increased their importance within the bloc, but
also gave weight to the general chorus of European voices demanding that the White
House take their interests into account more. As a result, the efforts of Copenhagen,
Oslo, and Reykjavik aimed at equalizing the status of European allies and the United
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States within NATO became one of the factors that predetermined the successful
transformation of the alliance in the late 1960s.

Chumachenko V. K. The views of the Russian bureaucracy on the Finnish
question based on the materials of the P. N. Durnovo Commission

The Finnish question was not the last topic of discussion at the turn of the nineteenth
and twentieth centuries. In the Russian Empire, several commissions under the State
Council devoted their work to him, one of which was the P. N. Durnovo Commission.
In this article, an attempt is made to create a general picture of the views of the Russian
bureaucracy on the Finnish question, and more specifically on the peculiarities of state
administration in Finland, the differentiation of general imperial and Finnish laws.
Answers are given to the following questions: What opinions are present at discussions
on the Finnish issue among imperial officials? How are these opinions reasoned? Is
Russia so unanimous in its intention, accepted in historiography, to «ruin» Finland?
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
